360 Seasons Drive 

The thought of going out and doing any kind of gardening on these 
dreadfully hot days in Florida makes me cringe.  I venture out only 
very early in the morning with clippers in one hand and a spray bottle 
of insecticidal soap in the other.   A quick walk around to check things 
out is good enough for me and for them.   But these are the months I 
love to fuss with my lanai plants.   They are all in pots and they get a 
lot of attention. You can enjoy many  of the plants that you may have 
in your landscape, but on a smaller scale, right on your lanai.   What 
makes it even better, there is a table, some chairs and a cold drink 
only a few steps away.  Don't forget the fan over the table cools you 
off nicely too and if you have a pool, well,  you know what you can do.  
  
Container gardening on your lanai is fun and with your imagination 
you can create a beautiful surrounding for yourself.   Think of each pot 
as a flower arrangement.  Instead of silk flowers, you're using real 
plants.  A large decorated pot can hold an Areca Palm.  I think they 
are the most tropical looking palm in a pot.   There's also the Lady 
Palm, a lanai lover also. In a medium pot you can place colorful Co-
leus with perhaps a fern  planted around it or a plant that will cascade 
over the edge of the pot.   With a larger but  shorter pot you can create 
a succulent and/or cactus garden.  Combining the two make for a very 
interesting look.  For large pots again, Yucca and Corn Plants are per-
fect for the lanai and for the  their tallness.  Medium pots for a Dra-
caena.  I like Dracaena because they grow with a long stem and a 
poof of color at the end.   They fit nicely between and in front of taller 
pots and behind medium pots.  A rubber plant, either the purple or the 
variegated, grows nicely too but tends to grow  big, so trim to main-
tain the size you want it  kept.  Place a Portulaca or two under the 
Rubber Plant for that cascade look and color.  If you have a good crop 
of Snake Plants in your landscape, and you know how they grow, pot 

them up in a  decorative or plain clay pot and they will  show off their 
stately form.   If you  want more color to go with your green palms and 
such, a nice colorful Croton in a single pot can be the color you 
want.  I found the Croton grow faster in my lanai and I don't know 
why but  I'm not  questioning it.   As for your smaller pots, Vincas are 
colorful and unlike the impatiens, they do not stain your lanai 
deck with their spent blooms.   Their spent blooms simply curl and wait 
for you to pull them off.   A low growing Daisy or even a Crown of 
Thorns, the Rosey variety is best, can be a pretty addition too.   Some 
potted ferns scattered here and there.   Rooted cuttings of Pothos, 
Chinese Evergreens and even Liriope can be placed strategically be-
tween other pots.   Just remember, your lanai isn't for a plant that 
needs shade unless part of it is shaded. 

  
I think of my lanai as my piece of paradise,  my tropical sanctuary you 

might say.  When our winters arrive and the threat of frost is pre-
dicted, I simply move most of  my lanai plants closer to the back of the 
lanai, close to the house and cover them and when the threat of frost 
is over, I  simply move them back into place and my piece of paradise 
is still there even when my outside landscape looks sad.    
  

Check out the books and magazines to help you decide.  My favorite 
is " Landscaping with Tropical Plants" by Monica Moran Brandies and 

the Editors of Sunset Books, Menlo Park, California.  Look for it at 

your library or on -line. 
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    Weôre Here to Help 
The DCCA Garden Club is offering gardening assistance 
to all of our Deep Creek neighbors.

School starts on August 8 so please watch for our children as they walk to school and get on and off the 
school buses. 

 

Last time I talked about our need for enforcing the Minimum Landscaping Rules.  This time I want to 
talk about the history of how they came about.  After Hurricane Charlie our community was badly torn 

up.  Both homes and landscaping suffered the effects of the hurricane winds.  The Section 23 Board of 
Directors felt it was necessary to back off on the enforcing of our Deed Restrictions so that owners 

could concentrate repairing and rebuilding their homes.  A letter was sent to all owners to that effect 
which also allowed temporary use of mobile homes and dumpsters.  It was the right thing to do.  

 

Also, during this time we experienced a large period of growth.  Builders and contractors were every-
where in Deep Creek either repairing homes or building new ones.  There were on every street.  It 

came to our attention that the builders were not providing adequate landscaping to these new homes.  
They would put in a few plants, no trees and then stick the owner with the responsibility to bring the 

new property into compliance.  This was taking place from after Charlie (August 13, 2004) until June of 

2006.  It was then, in June of 2006, that the Board drew up the Minimum Landscaping Rules.  We sent 
them to all the builders and contractors and they cried foul.  They said we were exercising selective en-

forcement of our Deed Restrictions.  They said that we must have all homes comply with the Minimum 
Landscaping Rules.  We consulted with our attorney who determined that the builders and contractors 

were correct.  Florida law says the POA cannot selectively enforce the Deed Restrictions.  So, all owners 

must provide the minimum landscaping to bring their property into compliance with the Section 23 
rules.  Remember, as I said in June, they are only the minimum requirements and are provided as a 

guide to help the owners put and keep their properties in compliance.  If anyone needs a copy, it may 
be obtained at the Section 23 office.  

 
We have been informed by the Sheriffôs office that we have had some burglaries in Deep Creek.  The 

Sheriffôs office is on top of the situation, but we must be ever on guard.  We must help the Civic Asso-

ciationôs Neighborhood Watch program work.  Call the police if you see something going on that is ques-
tionable.  Also, you can help by joining the Civic Association and help the Neighborhood Watch Program.
