GARDEN CLUB NEWS

When the weather gets hot, your garden club keeps go-
ing. Between our meetings/pool parties in the warm weather
and our recent road trip to MRT Nursery in Venice, we are busy
as ever.

On Saturday, May 14th. we had the pleasure of going to the
home of Deep Creek resident Analia De Hayes. Ms. De Hayes
allowed us to tour the lovely Butterfly Garden she has cre-
ated. Last year Ms. De Hayes gave a presentation on Butterfly
Gardens at one of our meetings. She spoke of her private
home garden and being a teacher, she spoke of the Butterfly
Garden she created at her school with the help of her stu-
dents. At that time she invited us to come and see her garden
in the spring and so we did. Touring her garden was a delight
and a learning experience.

During our tour, we also noticed Ms. De Hayes hadmany Na-
tive Plants in her landscape and she proceeded to talk to
us about having native plants in your landscape. Very interest-
ing. We found that some of the plants we have in our land-
scape are native to Florida. Though most of our plants were
introduced to our state from other countries, having native to
Florida plants in our landscape gives you a good feeling that
they were "Made In America", so to speak.

That Saturday, | came home and checked my gardening bibles
and read a lot about Native Plants of Florida. | found out my
Wax Myrtle, my Southern Maidenhair Fern and even my Ruella
(Wild Petunia) are native plants. Who knew! The book | went
to is titled "A Gardeners Guide to Florida's Native Plants" by
Rufino Osorio. | found it very interesting reading. | read that
some of these plants were even a good source of food for dino-
saurs. Inthe books Appendix 1 and 2, there is even a list of
botanical gardens not too far away from our area that you can
see native plants in all their glory. Along with their
street addresses, it lists their internet addresses also. | feel a
club road trip coming on.

Do not hesitate to start incorporating native plants of Florida
into your landscape. You will have plants in your garden that
have been here longer than gardeners have been around. And
they also know how to survive here better than we do.

Google native plants on your computer or better yet, visit your
local Library for more information and books. Visiting your fa-
vorite nursery is also a great way to learn about native
plants. Just visit them and ask them to point out the ones
they have and you may be pleasantly surprised to find you
have one at home. | know for a fact that our own Dee Oaks
Nursery has a wide assortment of Native Plants on her
grounds. | think I'm hooked on Native Plants now.
