GARDEN CLUB NEWS

There's always room for CALADIUM.

Every year the Garden Club has attended the Caladium
Festival at downtown Lake Placid, Florida. It's become our fa-
vorite annual field trip. The bright, vibrant colors of caladium
make a perfect accent to your landscape. Find a nicely shaded
or dappled shaded area of your landscape and they will be
happy to pop their heads in summer. Caladiums are available
in a variety of colors, ranging from vivid reds, and greens to
more muted colors with lots of pastels. A favorite of many a
gardener is the "White Christmas". It's truly a standout be-
cause it can be seen at night.

Caladium are tubers and are planted the same way as
bulbs. They are easy to plant and easy to take care of. In late
winter or spring, plant tubers 2" deep into well draining
soil. Planting 12" to 18" apart if planting as a bed or in a row
as an edging or as the forefront of larger plants. My favorite
way of planting Caladium is placing the tubers in between lar-
ger plants. They are a nice surprise when you first notice them
peeping out between these larger plantings. If you purchase
Caladium in a 4 to 6 inch pot, just take them out of the pot and
plant them as is, not separating the tubers. Another idea is to
plant them among ferns because they will add a lot of color to
the all green background of the fern.

Using a well balanced fertilizer such as 666 or a slow
release at least once during the warm summer growing season
with help them stay healthy and happy. The beginning of No-
vember you will notice them beginning to die back. When they
do, simply cover the area with mulch. An important thing to
know is, after about 3 years, you may want to replace the tu-
bers, they begin to get smaller and smaller as the tubers get
older.

I hope one year you can find the time to attend the Ca-
ladium Festival. It's usually at the end of August. The ride
there is peaceful and very easy to get to and if you have time,
take a ride along the winding roads by the lakes. It will bring
you back to areas in the northeast. It reminded me of driving
along the lakes back in New Jersey.

Just as a reminder your Garden Club's Cookbook is still
available at both POA offices, Genesis Hair Salon, Compass
Rose Gifts and Pottery on 41 and if you live in Deep Creek, we
would be more than happy to deliver it to you.

The horror of 9 111 should not be forgotten. Yet, in the midst of this dreadful period, Americans came to-
gether. The American flag appeared everywhere. Overnight, Old Glory was flown from virtually every house
on our street; most people wore an American flag lapel pin; and there was a renewed sense of pride when
the National Anthem was played at sporting events. The best way to honor those who died on that dreadful
day is to keep the American spirit alive.

Section 20 labors on shouldering a burden of 116 properties in foreclosure, 31
foreclosures that were dismissed, putting the properties in limbo, 18 properties in
bankruptcy, and 24 properties owned by banks. This has resulted in a burden of al-
most $113,000.00. Despite this burden, your Board and Property Manager are using
available funds to maintain a high level of ambience in Section 20.

It is hard to believe that school is open. This means that in the early morning
dawn little kids are congregating in and about intersections, sometimes out into the
main thoroughfares. Please be extra vigilant for the little folks. Also, be extra vigilant
in early morning hours and at dusk for the big folks who are out getting their daily ex-
ercise. We have had an unfortunate fatality. This matter is still under investigation by
the Florida Highway Patrol. As far as the walkers and joggers are concerned, they
should also realize that they must be proactive in regards to their own safety.

At long last some money is returning to the Deep Creek area. The advisory
board of the Mid Charlotte Stormwater Utility has budgeted $1.5 million dollars for the
clearing and rejuvenation of the East/West Canal. While the benefits may not be read-
ily discernible, this will be of assistance in the drainage of the northern area of the
county.

Finally, it might not be a bad idea to walk around your property looking for ob-

jects that hold water. With all this rain and hot weather, we are in a particularly active
mosquito season. You can help out by doing your own spraying or seeing that there

are no receptacles for accumulating water, which in turn would be a breeding ground

for the little insects.

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The First Labor Day

On September 5, 1882, some 10,000 workers
assembled in New York City to participate in Amer-
ica's first Labor Day parade. After marching from
City Hall, past reviewing stands in Union Square,
and then uptown to 42nd Street, the workers and
their families gathered in Wendel's EIm Park for a
picnic, concert, and speeches. This first Labor Day
celebration was eagerly organized and executed
by New Yorkdéds Centr al Labor
group made up of representatives from many local
unions. Debate continues to this day as to who
originated the idea of a workers' holiday, but it
definitely emerged from the ranks of organized
labor at a time when they wanted to demonstrate
the strength of their burgeoning movement and
inspire improvements in their working conditions.

Grover Cleveland, under pressure from voters,
signed the bill making Labor Day a National
Holiday in 1894.

In 1916, with the passage of the Adamson Act, the
8 hour work day was established. This was the
first federal law regulating hourly workers in
private companies.
