MEET ALVIN “AL” MESSER:
A LIFE OF HARD WORK, SERVICE, AND DEEP CREEK FRIENDSHIP

FROM GROWING UP DURING THE GREAT DEPRESSION TO SERVING IN
KOREA, BUILDING A FAMILY, AND BECOMING PART OF THE DEEP CREEK
COMMUNITY, ALVIN “AL” MESSER HAS LIVED A LIFE FILLED WITH
RESILIENCE, HARD WORK, AND MEANINGFUL MEMORIES.

I live in Section 20 and was born in Detroit, Michigan, in 1929, during the Great
Depression. Most residents at the time had no jobs and very little money. As a
result, the government brought in bulk food by semi-trailer, allowing people to
line up for free food.

My parents and I lived in a house with an attached two-car garage. Much of the
time, there were seven or eight Gypsies staying in the garage. I attended
kindergarten at a school about three blocks from home. After some time passed,
my dad got a job and was able to buy a house outside of Detroit.

To earn spending money as a youngster, I would pack up fish worms at night and
sell them to fishermen the next day.

“Ten gallons of gas for a dollar” was on a sign I still remember across the street
from where I sold the worms.

I later attended first through sixth grade. In the 1940s, we moved to a rural
farming area, where my dad and I built a small house using old lumber and used
nails. I retrieved the nails from the lumber and straightened each one by hand.
My parents and their four children lived there with no running water, only a hand
pump in the kitchen.

I then attended a one-room schoolhouse for seventh and eighth grade. High
school was not an option for me at that time. My neighbor gave me a job cleaning
chicken coops and milking a cow.

At 16, we moved to a small town a few miles away. I got a job working at a
bakery six nights a week, 10 hours a day, and I worked there for five years. My
pay was $70 a week, plus a dozen doughnuts and a loaf of bread each day.
At 21, I was drafted and completed Army basic training at Aberdeen Proving
Ground in Maryland. Next, I completed 10 weeks of training to learn about
vehicle parts, becoming a parts specialist. I was then sent to Korea to relieve a
parts man who was returning to the United States. I was stationed in an active
combat area and, at times, saw actual dogfights. Later, our division moved to
Japan, where I ran a parts room and took care of many vehicles. After a while, it
was time to return to the United States, and I received my honorable discharge.
Back in the United States, I tried to hitchhike home in my full Army uniform,
carrying a duffel bag with my belongings. Many automobiles passed me without
offering a ride. Finally, a passenger bus stopped and gave me a ride. I offered to
pay, but the bus driver said, “No charge.”

I then got a job selling real estate. I met my wife, Grace, in the 1950s, and we
married in 1960. We had two daughters.

Real estate became so competitive that I could not make a living at it, so I got a
job at a Chrysler auto plant and worked there for four years. Next, I became an
FHA appraiser for two years. I then went back to baking for another six years.
During this time, I attended adult education classes and received my high school
diploma.

Next, I worked at the post office, where I retired after nine and a half years. We
then moved to Deep Creek in 1999. There were lots of activities in Deep Creek to
enjoy. I played horseshoes and had regular tee times with my group of friends.
I took care of Grace during the last 10 years of her life while she was sick. She
passed away in 2024. We were married for 64 happy years. One of my daughters
also passed away.

Editor’s Note: My friend Al is a great guy who could use more people to spend
time with. By the way, he likes to dance. Please consider introducing yourself to
Al the next time you see him.
